Quick Keyword Search

Objects repository by document name, author, and date created or modified. This enables

Storage for All Document Types

Office documents, pdf and zip files, and BI documents such as BUSINESSOBJECTSTM and

WEBINTELLIGENCE® reports.

Timely and Secure Information Access
The key to effective decision-making is to have authorized and relevant information

brought to your attention when you need it. INFOVIEW enables you to personalize your

own BI portal interface, providing an environment that delivers timely and focused

information. 

My INFOVIEW

With My INFOVIEW, you can personalize your own interface and tailor your desktop to

meet both your strategic and tactical objectives. Users can display up to four frames

inside INFOVIEW, and can choose the content to be displayed in each frame. For example,

My INFOVIEW lets you view a specific report when logging onto the system. It can also

display a dynamic web page such as a web-hosted application within one of the frames. 

Document-Level Security

BUSINESSOBJECTS INFOVIEW provides security

for all documents, including Word and Excel

files. In addition, all BUSINESSOBJECTS and

WEBINTELLIGENCE reports are protected by 

data-level security, ensuring that users see

only the information that they are authorized

to access. For example, the director of sales

would have access to the “sales to date” report

for the company, but would not be able 

to see information for other departments.

Profile-Based Administration

The profile-based administration features

that are standard in all Business Objects

products are also integrated into

BUSINESSOBJECTS INFOVIEW. This means that all users see only the information that is relevant

to their security level. For example, an account manager may have access to market analysis

reports and departmental sales forecasts, but would not have access to the department

budget or growth projections.

Employees subsequently

reviewing the report would see their manager's questions and be able to respond, creating

an immediate and fruitful dialog around any document stored in BUSINESSOBJECTS INFOVIEW. 

Browser-Based Notification

With BUSINESSOBJECTS INFOVIEW, users are

automatically notified via their browser

when new BI content arrives in their

inbox. This allows users to stay focused

on their tasks within INFOVIEW.

Publishing

BUSINESSOBJECTS INFOVIEW users can 

schedule and distribute BI content 

either throughout the organization via 

an intranet or to customers, suppliers,

and partners via an extranet. While out

of the office, users can also publish 

reports on their mobile devices, using

BUSINESSOBJECTS INFOVIEW Mobile, for BI

access on PDAs and mobile phones. This sharing of BI content, essential to information

democracy, is also central to the Business Objects offering and is enabled by INFOVIEW.
